    Jesus’ work in the world (1:19-12:50) 
     note, Jesus’ hour had not yet come (2:4; 7:30; 8:20) 
   Day 2 Jesus’ return to the Father (13:1-20:31) 
     note, Jesus’ hour has now come (12:23, 27) 
    Epilogue (21:1-25)

   Day 1 Prologue (1:1-18) 
   Day 2 Jesus’ Self-Disclosure in Word and Deed (1:19-10:42) 
   Day 3 Transition:  Life & Death, King & Suffering Servant  
    (11:1-12:50) 
   Day 4 Jesus’ Self-Disclosure in His Cross & Exaltation  
    (13:1-20:31)  
   Day 5 Epilogue (21:1-25)
